Following gradua-on from DePaul Hospital School of Nursing in 1975, Fr. Kevin worked as a 
registered nurse un-l 1982.  He entered the seminary in 1982 and was ordained in 1991, 
receiving his Master of Divinity Degree, MA in Theology, Cer-ficate in Spiritual Direc-on, and 
Cer-ficate of Youth Ministry from St. Thomas Theological Seminary in Denver. 
 
He has studied at Xavier University in the Ins-tue for Black Catholic Studies.  His first assignment 
was at St. Fidelis in Chicago for two years.  He then served as Pastor of St. Vincent de Paul Parish 
in Perryville, MO for 14 years (his home parish) and Administrator of St. Vincent High School 
before taking a sabba-cal in San Antonio.  AWer spending -me at the North American College in 
Rome, Fr. Kevin returned to San Antonio in April 2008 and was named Pastor of Holy Redeemer 
Parish.  He is presently Dean of the Central Urban Deanery for the Archdiocese of San Antonio 
and Chair of the Archdiocean Presbyteral Council and serves on the College of Consultors.  He is 
a member of the Priest Personnel CommiZee.  He is Chaplain at Our Lady of the Lake University, 
Spiritual Advisor and board member for the Archdiocesan Council of the Society of St. Vincent 
de Paul and is Spiritual Advisor and board member for the ACTS-HIV Ministry.  Fr. Kevin is the 
State Chaplain for the Knights and Ladies of St. Peter Claver.  In June of 2014 he was named 
Pastor of Our Lady of Perpetual Help Parish while con-nuing as a Pastor of Holy Redeemer
